Since The Guildhall Trust took over the running of Portsmouth Guildhall in 2011 
we have transformed the venue, which is not only the city’s leading entertainment 
venue but the region’s major concert hall. As a charitable trust we want the city 
and its community to be proud of its Guildhall.
 
This summer will see works commence on the transformation of our basement, 
having received funding from Arts Council England and Portsmouth City Council. 
From Spring’24, patrons will be able to access better toilet facilities, with twice 
as many female toilets, gender neutral facilities, an increase in accessible 
toilets and a Changing Places facility. The main area will be transformed into a 
unique creative space for young people of which we’ll be sharing further details 
throughout the year.

•	 Guildhall Games Fest returns on the weekend of the 4th & 5th February as 
does Portsmouth Comic Con on the 3rd & 4th June.

•	 Our studio venue now called The Lens, features many first class events with 
tickets from no more than £6 for our family theatre (child and adult), with 
comedy and music from £10.

•	 There are so many great concerts in the main concert hall no matter what age 
you are, catering for a diverse range of tastes, from Gentleman’s Dub Club to 
Craig Charles’ Funk and Soul Club, the BSO’s Rachmaninov First and Last to 
The Rock Orchestra by Candlelight. 

 
We continue to innovate and extend our programme, working with the country’s 
top promoters and producing our own events. 

If you’re looking for regular opportunities to engage in creative activity check out 
our ‘Get Involved’ programme on our website. We host weekly singing classes, you 
can play along with the Skiffle Orchestra, have your child join the Young Creatives 
or take part in Dance Live! via their school.

Berwald is a rather unfamiliar name, 
but he is perhaps Sweden’s most 
famous composer. Born in Stockholm 
in 1796, his compositions had rather 
mixed success during his lifetime, and 
it was only during the 20th century 
that his music started to receive the 
acclaim it deserves. This Septet is a 
relatively early work from 1828 and 
uses the same instrumentation as 
Beethoven’s far more famous work.
